Dear Lott Carey PEP Pastors:
Grace and peace be unto you from our Lord & Savior Jesus the Christ.

As with many of you, the road to re-orientation has been a process, but I have now
begun to reap the benefits of our trip to Guyana in both spiritual growth and a re-
focus of purpose in my work in the kingdom. My prayers are that our experience
together has brought you similar results.

Since our trip I have been working with my host pastor to develop a effective
feeding program to provide not only nourishment to the needy families of Guyana,
but also a tool to help churches evangelize to their surrounding communities.

During our stay, I noticed my host pastor making stops along the 30-mile strip of
Tamehri Rd that led from Georgetown where we stayed, to out near the airport
where we encountered homeless children seeking food. As we made these stops,
Pastor Sammy’s daughter Marina would pass out dry milk out the back window to
needy families. They were doing this out of their pocket on what they could afford.

As many of you know, the Lord has given me the anointing to develop an
outstanding feeding network for the needy & homeless here in the United States,
and I have a strong desire to extend the network to the people of Guyana. We have
recently begun a partnership called the “Marina’s Hope” Food Distribution. Already

7 food distributions of 26001bs each including rice, peas, flour & dry milk have been
given to needy families in Guyana.

How you can provide support to your host church.

My goal is to develop a partnership network that will provide food to as many host
congregations as we can, as well as stimulate an ongoing evangelistic effort to the
communities surrounding those churches.
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How the program will work.

Step #1: US Churches / Pastors will forward $200 per month for food to be designated to their Guyana
Host Church. (note: you can choose to send funds monthly, bi-annually or annually) Chosen 300 has
made its commitment for $2400 to sponsor our host pastor’s distribution for 2007, and has purchased a
computer for the program so they can keep records and communicates effectively with us.

Step #2: Funds will be wired to Marina’s Hope Food Distribution In Guyana. (Chosen 300 will pick up
the cost of the monthly outgoing wire fees)

Step #3: Food will be purchased and picked up by Marina’s Hope Food Distribution (It is required that
they will use 80% of the funds for food alone. The other 20% will be used to cover cost of international
incoming wire fees, gas/cost of transporting goods, record keeping expenses and housing the program at
their church.)

Step #4 — Food can either be picked up by your host church at Tamehri Christian Fellowship or can be
“delivered to your host church by Marina’s Hope Food Distribution. You will be provided with a
confirmation signed by your host church pastor/representative that the food has been received.

Step #5 — Food will be distributed by the host Churches to 20 families in their congregation and 20
families in the community surrounding the congregation. The goal is to provide food both for needy
people within the church, as well as provide food for the community; developing a avenue for evangelism.

Accountability
The network itself creates a circle of accountability that assures that our funds will be used for the purpose
we intended.
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Marina’s Hope - Food will be distributed to Host Churches and the host pastor/representative will sign off
on delivery confirmation verifying the amount of rice, flour, peas, & dry milk received.

Host Church - Each month at next pick up/delivery; your host Church will return a sheet signed by people
receiving food and the amounts that their family has received the month before.

Chosen 300 - Will make available to your church a copy of the signed delivery confirmation, and the food
recipient sign off.

US Church — You will be able to share with confidence to your congregation that they are feeding hungry
people in Guyana and creating an avenue for the gospel to be spread throughout the land.

Option 2 — The Tameri Rd Distribution

We do realize that not every US church can afford to allocate a additional $2400 a year to a feeding
program in another country. Another option is to give an annual gift of $400.00 to increase the
distribution along the 30-mile stretch of Tamehri Rd (Tamehri Road Project). If we have 12 pastors that
commit to sponsoring 1 month per year we could provide a food supplement to 80 additional families
along this 30-mile stretch of Tamehri Road.

Schedule Of Distribution Of Funds
» US Church will distribute funds to Chosen 300 by the 1% of each month (or Annually).
»  On the 15™ of each month Chosen 300 will wire funds to Marina’s Hope Food Distribution, along
with providing a list of churches food is to be distributed to.
= Marina’s Hope will purchase food and have food available for distribution by the last weekend of
each month.
